Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 15:1202(A)(1) through (21), (23), and (28) and 1203 are hereby
amended and reenacted to read as follows:
§1202. Composition of commission

A. The commission shall elect a chairman and vice chairman from the
commission members for twe four-year terms. The chairman shall be the chief
executive officer of the commission. The vice chairman shall function as the chief

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B. The domicile of the commission shall be in Baton Rouge. The

commission shall hold public meetingsmenthty at |east quarterly except as provided

by vote of the commission or by order of the chairman.
