16 review the patient's information in the Prescription Monitoring Program
17 database prior to the prescribing and dispensing thereof.
18 I. The Louisiana Board of Pharmacy shall develop an annual, non-
19 transferable  specialty license for a pharmacy to dispense prescribed marijuana
20 for therapeutic use and shall limit the  number of such licenses granted in the
21 state to no more than ten licensees.
22 J. (1) The Department of Agriculture and Forestry shall develop the
23 rules and regulations regarding the production of prescribed therapeutic
24 marijuana and the facility producing therapeutic marijuana.
25 (2) The Department of Agriculture and Forestry shall develop an annual,
26 non-transferable specialty license for the production of prescribed marijuana
27 for therapeutic use and shall limit the  number of such licenses granted in the
28 state to no more than one licensee. 
29 (3) The Department of Agriculture and Forestry shall submit a report
30 to the legislature no later than January 1, 2016, with recommendations on
31 possible fee amounts relative to the provisions of this Section."
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
