DIGEST

Proposed law provides that, beginning with the 2016-2017 school year, cursive writing shall be
taught in all public schools. Requires each public school to ensure that such instruction is introduced
by the third grade and incorporated into the curriculum in grades four through twelve.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.

1. Requires that instruction in cursive writing be introduced by third grade and
incorporated into the curriculum in grades four through twelve.
