AMENDMENT NO. 1

On page 1, line 2, after "information;" delete the remainder of the line, delete line 3 in its
entirety, and insert "to provide for certain school governing authorities to enter into a
memorandum of understanding for the provision of certain student information; to"

AMENDMENT NO. 2

On page 1, delete lines 11 through 17 and insert the following:

"L.(1) Notwithstanding any provision of this Part to the contrary, alocal
public school system and the governing authority of a Type 2 charter school that
enrolls students who reside within the geographic boundaries of the local school
system shall enter into a memorandum of understanding to exchange student
information necessary to verify student enrollment and residency status. The
local public school system and the charter school governing authority"

AMENDMENT NO. 3

On page 2, between lines 2 and 3, insert the following:

"(2) The studentinformation provided pursuant to the provisions of this
Subsection shall be limited to the student's name and residential address and
the school in which the student is enrolled.

(3) A memorandum of understanding entered into pursuant to the
provisions of this Subsection shall comply with all applicable state and federal
law, including the Federal Educational Rights Privacy Act."
