AN ACT
To amend and reenact R.S. 13:1910(C), relative to the judicial building fund of city courts;
to provide for approved purposes for which the monies of the fund may be expended;
to provide an effective date; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 13:1910(C) is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:
§1910. Judicial building fund
* * *

C. All monies collected in accordance with this Section shall be forwarded
to the court and placed in an account dedicated exclusively to the acquisition,
leasing, construction, equipping, and maintenance of new and existing city courts
and for the maintenance and payment of any bond indebtedness on any such existing

facilities. "Equipping", as used in this Subsection, shall include all costs associated

with new and existing software and electronic case management systems for court

use including, without limitation, the acquisition, installation, training, maintenance,

professional technology services, enhancement and updating of software, systems,

and reasonably related services and equipment.

* * *

Section 2. This Act shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not

signed by the governor, upon expiration of the time for bills to become law without signature
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by the governor, as provided by Article III, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legislature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.
