SB 41 Original 2018 Regular Session Mills

Present law prohibits a former agency head or elected official for two years following the termination
of his public service as the head of the agency or as an elected public official from serving in such
agency, assisting another person, for compensation, in a transaction, or an appearance in connection
with a transaction involving the agency or rendering any services on a contractual basis to or for the
agency.

Proposed law provides an exception to allow an agency head who was appointed to fill a vacancy
in an elected position for 18 months or less and who was providing services to the agency at the time
of the appointment to return to public employment at the agency following service in the appointed
position.

Effective August 1, 2018.
