HB 365 Original 2018 Regular Session Jordan
Abstract: Requires unanimous jury vote in all felony cases.

Present law requires a unanimous jury vote in cases in which punishment may be capital, but
requires 10 of 12 jurors to concur in other felony cases.

Proposed law requires a unanimous vote among 12 jurors in all felony cases.
