5 quality of life for women and their families in the United States of America and globally

6 through community service and civil and social action with the goal to achieve greater

7 progress in the areas of education, health awareness, and leadership development; and

9 1941, is the oldest chapter in Louisiana and its focus is scholarship, youth development,

3 educationally, civically, and economically; and

4 WHEREAS, annually the  Epsilon Sigma Chapter hosts a youth symposium, an

5 activity that encourages the youth to raise their voices on issues that impact them; provides

6 "See It's Soles for Souls" program which provides shoes and other items to children in need;

7 hosts annual Swim 1922 events to reduce incidents of drowning in communities; and

8 sponsors a Rhoer Club offering mentoring opportunities to young girls; and

9 WHEREAS, the sorority is a committed and loyal supporter of the March of Dimes,

10 St. Jude Children's Hospital, UNCF, and many healthcare awareness walks and campaigns
