A RESOLUTION
To recognize Wednesday, May 5, 2021, as Louisiana Chamber of Commerce Day at the

Louisiana State Capitol.

WHEREAS, the private sector in Louisiana employs more than 1.7 million people
with annual wages of nearly ninety-two billion dollars; and

WHEREAS, the state economy is increasingly diversified with strong representation

WHEREAS, thousands of companies and entrepreneurs in Louisiana participate in

WHEREAS, Louisiana chambers of commerce are taking an active role in the
legislative process in Baton Rouge to amplify the voices of employers and to encourage state
leaders to take actions that will support and strengthen the economy of the Pelican State; and

WHEREAS, more than fifty chambers of commerce have joined together as the
Louisiana Association of Chamber of Commerce Executives (LACCE) to support and
provide chamber leaders with information, professional development, and best practices in
order to better serve Louisiana employers and communities.
