"provided that the running waters are relatively permanent, standing, or continuously
flowing waters connected to traditional navigable waters, the territorial seas, and
public navigable waterways, or waters with a continuous surface connection to such
relatively permanent waters or to traditional navigable waters, the territorial seas, and

On page 2, after line 6, add the following:

"K. Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph (3) of Subsections B or C
of this Section, property which has running waters of the state that flow over such
property may have notice posted by the property owner or any lessee that such
property may not be accessed during waterfowl season. The notice may be posted
ten days prior to waterfowl season until the last day of waterfowl season and shall
be placed along the exterior of the property in a manner that assures visibility to any

person."
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
