A RESOLUTION

To recognize Tuesday, April 16, 2024, as Acadiana Red and White Day at the state capitol.

WHEREAS, One Acadiana, the University of Louisiana at Lafayette, and the UL
Lafayette Alumni Association are bringing Acadiana's economic development, chamber,
civic, business, and higher education partners together for "Acadiana Red and White Day"
