"§551. Ballots

F. If a candidate for United States senator or United States representative is
permitted to seek such office by a court of competent jurisdiction following an
objection to candidacy based on the grounds provided in R.S. 18:492(3), (4), or (8),
the ballot shall include a notice providing neutrally phrased information that may be
relevant to a voter seeking to determine whether the candidate has or is likely to meet
the qualifications for the office which are provided in Article I of the Constitution
of the United States. For the purpose of evaluating the likelithood of Louisiana
inhabitancy when elected, information about the candidate's lack of inhabitancy or
the duration of his domicile within the state at the time of qualification shall be
considered relevant.
