§588.  Authority of judges to purchase furniture and equipment15

Notwithstanding the provisions of Part XI of Chapter 1 of Title 39 of the16
Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, upon termination of office, each judge having17
possession of equipment or furniture purchased by the judicial district  court, may18
purchase such property with nonpublic funds at a cost of the standard depreciated19
value of the property.  The presiding judge, or any judge, by direction of the court,20
is authorized to complete such sale and the proceeds of the sales are to be deposited21
in the account from which the funds were expended to purchase the furniture and22
equipment."23
