Section 1. R.S. 47:1907(A)(1) is hereby amended and reenacted and R.S. 47:1907
(K) is hereby enacted to read as follows:
81907. Salaries
A.(1) Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary, except the

provisions of SubsectionsH, I, J, and K of this Section, in the performance of all

dutiesrequired of them by law, the assessors of the various parishes shall receive an
annual compensation, to be paid monthly on their own warrant, based on the
applicable population of the respective parishes, not to exceed the compensation
schedule provided for in this Paragraph according to the latest decennial United
States Census or the population estimates published pursuant to the United States

Bureau of the Census Federal State Cooperative Program for Population Estimates.

(a) Greater than 250,000 $108,290
(b) 50,001 to 249,999 $98,290
(c) 50,000 or less $88,290
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K. In addition to all other forms of compensation which are authorized

for assessors under the provisions of this Section, each assessor's office may

incr easetheassessor 'sannual compensation by up tofour per cent each calendar

year for four calendar years, beginning calendar year 2013 and ending calendar

year 2016.
Section 2. This Act shall become effective on July 1, 2013.
