To amend and reenact R.S. 14:133.6(B)(1), relative to the crime of filing a false lien; to2

expand the crime of filing a false lien against a law enforcement or court officer; to3

amend the definition of "court officer" to include clerk of court, deputy clerk of4

court, and recorder of mortgages; and to provide for related matters.5

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:6

Section 1.  R.S. 14:133.6(B)(1) is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:7

§133.6.  Filing a false lien against a law enforcement or court officer8

B.  For purposes of this Section, the following definitions shall apply:10

(1)  "Court officer" means any active or retired justice of the peace, any11

active or retired judge of a city, parish, state, or federal court located in this state, any12

district attorney, assistant district attorney, or investigator within the office of a13

district attorney, any city prosecutor, assistant city prosecutor, or investigator within14

the office of a city prosecutor, and the attorney general and any assistant attorney15

general or investigator within the office of the attorney general, and any clerk of16

court, deputy clerk of court, and recorder of mortgages.17
