AN ACT
To enactR.S. 22:890(Q), relative to the issuance of certificates of insurance by an insurance
producer; to provide for no cause of action against an insurance producer under
certain circumstances; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 22:890(Q) is hereby enacted to read as follows:
§890. Certificates of insurance

Q. There shall be no cause of action against an insurance producer for the

completion or issuance of a certificate of insurance, unless the insurance producer

willfully completes the certificate of insurance in a manner which misrepresents the

underlying insurance policy or otherwise violates this Section.

Abstract: Provides that there shall be no cause of action against an insurance producer for
his issuing a certificate of insurance unless the producer willfully misrepresents the
underlying insurance policy in the certificate.

Present law provides for the issuance of certificates of insurance by insurers or insurance
producers.
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Proposed law retains present law and provides that there shall be no cause of action against
an insurance producer who issues a certificate of insurance unless the producer willfully

misrepresents the underlying insurance policy in the certificate.
